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What to do in a Snowstorm
In the event of a major snowstorm (three inches or more), all residents 
are urged to clear the streets of all cars. Cars should be placed in 
driveways, garages, or any other available space. If you do not have off-
street parking for your car, Village Law allows the following: During 
a snow emergency occurring in even numbered years, parking will 
be permitted on even numbered sides of the streets. During a snow 
emergency occurring in odd numbered years, parking will be permitted 
on odd numbered sides of the street.
Please remember that streets are often plowed more than once during a 
typical snowstorm. Residents are advised that plowing is not completed 
until 24 hours after the snow has stopped. Driveway aprons should not be 
shoveled out until the plows have opened the street to maximum width.
When shoveling your sidewalk or driveway, do not throw the snow onto 
the street. This will turn to ice, cause a dangerous situation, and may 
force additional plowing. Snow should be placed on the utility strip or 
your front lawn. Snow from driveways should be piled on your lawn.
Please consider these points and help us to help you during a storm.

Did You Know
It’s State Law to have your house number visible from the 
street on your home for emergency vehicles and mail delivery.?
Garbage Collection
Garbage should not be placed out for collection before 
5pm the evening before collection day and should 
be retrieved not later than 8pm on collection day. 
Containers must be secured with a tight cover. All 
garbage cans and containers, when not placed out for 
collection, shall be kept at the side of the house or at 
the back of the house and not in front of the houseline.

Some Good Advice...
SMOKE ALARMS
• Make sure your home has working smoke alarms. 

Replace batteries every year or as needed.
• Place a smoke alarm on every level including inside each sleeping 

room and outside each separate sleeping area. Interconnect the 
alarms so when one sounds, they all sound.

• Know the symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning: headache, 
dizziness, weakness, nausea, vomiting, sleepiness and confusion. 
If you suspect CO poisoning, get outside to fresh air immediately 
and then call 911.

• Have your home heating systems (including chimneys and vents) 
inspected and serviced annually by a trained service technician.

• Never use portable generators inside homes or garages, even if 
doors and windows are open. Use generators outside only, at least 
20 feet away from your home.

• Test your alarms at least once a month. Press each test button to 
make sure it is working.

• Your smoke alarm must be changed every 10 years. Make sure you 
� nd out how old the smoke alarm is when you move into a new 
residence. If your smoke alarm continues to “chirp” even after you 
have replaced the battery, it’s time to replace your smoke alarm.

• All dogs must be licensed.

All dumpsters on private property require a permit. An application 
for a Dumpster Permit can be obtained from Village Hall. The 
dumpster must meet certain setbacks and is limited in the time 
it is permitted to stay on the property. The fee is $25. Please call 
Resident Services with any questions at 516-798-0244 x113.

Carriers are 
not required to deliver to locations where these 
issues create a hazardous condition.
